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GENERAL SITUATION IN CHINA -

The civil crackdown continues. Participants in the student
demonstrations are being hunted down by the authorities,
demonstrations are being broken up quickly (with the partial, but
important exception of Shanghai), and organizers detained. Military
check-points are operating in Beijing, a number of other cities and on
major intercity highways.

Major military units are still evidently at some state of alert on the
outskirts of Beijing, around the airport, and on major access routes
between other cities and the capital.

The state propaganda apparatus has moved into full gear. The
massacre in Tiananmen Square is being officially "rewritten" in extent
(the authorities assert only one hundred students died), in balance (a
substantial number of the dead are now claimed to have been young
soldiers defending their units), and in terms of its political causes
(ruffians, anti-state and counter-revolutionary elements are blamed for
"inciting the rebellion").

The level and intensity of the propaganda campaign is clearly intended
to drive home the "revised" version of events, and the high-level of
attention given the arrests and round-ups’is probably at least partly
aimed at intimidating the general population into quiessence. The arrest
of one student, accused of spreading lies during an interview given on
U.S. television, is being publicized widely to incite fear in dealing with
foreigners, especially journalists.

The Sino-American stand-off over the protection the U.S. Embassy has
given to dissident Fang Lizhi is making relations increasingly tense
between the two countries.

New regulations have been issued controlling the activities of foreign
journalists and restricting their freedom of movement. An effective
curfew on all foreigners remains in place.

Troops have been moved into place to "protect” foreign embassies and

residents, making access to them by civilian Chinese more diffiGUll e
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Deng Xiaoping is now appearing regularly in press and television
reports, reconfirming speculation that he personally authorized the
crackdown against the students and the consolidation of power behind
the hard-line position. Premier Li Peng and Politburo member Qiao Shi
have emerged as strongmen of the hard-line group in power. Wan Li,
along with other aged members of the Politburo, are now being seen

~in film clips of more prominent leaders aimed at presenting the

appearance of a unified leadership.

EVACUATION OF CANADIANS

The evacuation plan suffered a setback Saturday with the Chinese
military refusing to permit access to Chinese cities for the Canadian
Government 707. On the basis of earlier assurances of access given
by the civilian authorities to Ambassador Drake and his U.S., Australian
and British counterparts, the aircraft had been repositioned from Japan
to Hong Kong for a series of three planned flights.

Commercial charters have been used to replace the lost flights by the
Government aircraft. In the South, one Boeing 737 flight was made
yesterday from Wuhan with another tentatively planned for tomorrow
appearing increasingly unnecessary. Another dedicated flight, a
Canada/Alberta charter, arrives in Hong Kong today from Dalian in the
North with roughly 50 Canadians on board along with a number of
Americans, Australians and others. An Canadian-arranged internal
charter from Harbin to Dalian had been arranged to meet that flight.

Some western airlines are suspending normal commercial operations
to the PRC. Qantas flew its last flight on Friday, and Canadian Airlines
International intends to suspend its operation after a final flight today
serving only Beijing, rather than Beijing and Shanghai.

Canadians are continuing to obtain seats on Chinese and other
commercial flights leaving from a number of cities.

We estimate that at least 550 Canadians have left China by commercial
or special flights over the past eight days. Some Canadians, perhaps
as many 100, have decided to remain in China, in addition to our 23
government personnel still in Beijing and Shanghai.

The Soviet Union has privately advised the United States that any
Americans fleeing across the Sino-Soviet border without proper entry

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documents would not be turned away.

THE RESPONSE OF THE CANADIAN AND OTHER GOVERNMENTS

Canadian Response

The SSEA outlined the measures initially taken by the Government
during the Emergency Debate in the House on Tuesday, June 6. These
include:

- postponing the signing of 5 development assistance agreements;

- the suspension of nuclear cooperation consultation and the
canceliation of a number of other planned meetings;

- a freeze on high-level visists;

- a willingness to extend the stay of Chinese students here in
Canada, and assurances that those who lose their means of
support will be permitted to work;

- an at least temporary suspension of all removals to China under
the Immigration Act;

- the suspension of our modest program of defence cooperation
and confirmation of our unwillingness to consider any military
exports to China in the current situation;

- a willingness to provide humanitarian assistance or medical
supplies if requested.

The Federal Government has taken the initiative to coordinate with the
provinces and sponsoring organizations efforts to assist Chinese
students in Canada. The SSEA has suggested to representatives of the
Chinese Canadian community that part of their fund-raising efforts be
focussed on this need.

The Prime Minister wrote on June 8 to the Secretary General of the
United Nations urging him to pursue whatever means are possible to
bring constructive pressure to bear on the Chinese Government.

The Government’s response to calls for more sanctions

The bilateral relationship, for all practical purposes, is effectively in a
state of suspension.

Further sanctions at this time, such as the cancellation of cultpral or
academic exchanges or steps to reduce or eliminate our bilateral

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programs of trade or development assistance, would be premature.

The SSEA stated in Edmonton that he did not wish to recall
Ambassador Drake from Beijing until the evacuation program was
completed and the situation calmer, and that if the Ambassador was
brought out subsequently it would only be for a short time for
consultations.

The Government reviewing all elements of the bilateral relationship.
Mr. Clark has made it clear during a number of discussions with the
press that it is not now the time to be taking permanent measures.

The Response of Other Countries

All Western countries have condemned the use of force by the Chinese
authorities in Tiananmen Square last weekend and subsequently.

The U.S.A,, the U.K,, France, Germany, Australia and Japan have all
announced measures similar to those announced by Canada last week.
One of the most recent such announcement was the Japanese
cancellation of 14 planned development assistance missions, and a
delay in the extension of USA$6.7 billion in loans.

The EC has cancelled the annual EC-China Mixed Commission, and
the EC President Delors refused to meet with the Chinese Minister for
Economic Relations and Foreign Trade in Brussels.

With the exception of Cuba, which received the Chinese Foreign
Minister last week (and which alone with Vietnam publicly supported
the Chinese actions in Tiananmen Square), no country appears to be
proceeding with the visits of high-level Chinese.

The Assessment and Influence of Recent Situations
1. Decrease of prestige of the Party.

The students' demand for democratization has developed
into a wide peoples' movement with the support and
participation of the citizens. The current leadership took
the position of hostile relations with the people by using
military suppression. Now we could say that the Party
became the object of the peoples' anger and disappointment
as a dictatorship organization. The prestige of the Party,
therefore, has decreased to the level that, for the time
being, it is difficult to recover. For a short period, they
may succeed to control the situation and maintain the power
of Teadership but from the middle- or long-term view it is
inevitable that the foundation of the Party will be
extremely unstable.

2. The decrease of international image

i) There is the possibility of a decrease of
international trust in China and to promote bilateral
relations with China because of the instability and the dark
aspect of Chinese dictatorial policies. It can not be
avoided that for the economic exchanges, particularly in the
field of investment, it will be greatly influenced.

ii) Undoubtedly, this event will create a big
psychological impact on Hong Kong. Furthermore, it will be
expected that the movement for exchanges with Taiwan will be
negatively influenced. As for Chinese relations with the
U.S., there is a possibility that in the future, there will
be many frictions, for example, in Chinese handling of anti-
regime intelligentsia and other aspects of the Chinese
regime which may increase conservative tendencies.

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The situation is somewhat calmer than it has been over the last few
days, both in Beijing and elsewhere. We understand that fairly large
demonstrations took place today in Shanghai, apparently without
significant violence or clashes with the authorities.

The military have moved many of their units away from the centre of
Beijing and are trying to take a lower profile, although very large
numbers remain massed and on alert in the capital area.

Most of the unrest outside of Beijing is in thé form of demonstrations
and strikes. The clashes with the military in Chengdu (Southwestern
China) seem to have subsided.

The civilian government has re-emerged into the public eye, after
several days of being completely invisible. Premier Li Peng and
Politburo member Qiao Shi ("Chee-ow Sher") appear to have emerged
as strongmen of the hard-line group in power. Deng Xiaoping has also
re-emerged, suggesting the consolidation of power behind the hard-
line position; even Wan Li appears to be backing the Li Peng group.
Zhao Ziyang has clearly been eclipsed, although we have no evidence
of his whereabouts.

The Government moved on June 8 to tighten restrictions on movement
and on freedom of the press, and is engaged in massive "old-style"
propaganda to justify the crackdown. Participants in last week’s
demonstrations are being rounded-up; the population is being
encouraged to give information to the state security apparatus on who
was involved in the demonstrations and where they can be found;
check-points have been established to reduce the ability of students
and others to move freely from place to place in Beijing; a curfew has
been established for all foreigners; foreign journalists are finding it
increasingly difficult to operate without harrassment.

EVACUATION OF CANADIANS

The evacuation is going well. More than 400 of the some 600
Canadians in China at the time of the outbreak have been taken out.
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- We are still succeeding in obtaining seats on commercial aircraft from
some cities. Special CAIL flights on June 7 to Beijing and on June 9
to Shanghai allowed most Canadians in those cities to evacuate to
Japan. A third special CAIL flight to Beijing is being planned for
Monday.

- We are cooperating with other countries, especially Australia, which has
offered spare seats on its flights to Canadians in return for spare seats
on our flights for them.

- We have received agreement from the Chinese authorities to permit our
government aircraft, which has been standing by in Japan, to fly to
areas from which we are having difficulty extricating Canadians. We
are currently planning flights to Wuhan in Southern China on Sunday
and Dalian in Northern China on Monday. We are offering seats not
needed for Canadians to other nationalities (Australian, New
Zealanders, British and Americans). Canadians in the areas affected are
being encouraged by whatever safe and sensible means possible to
reach the airports to be served.

THE RESPONSE OF THE GOVERNMENT

Issue

Some members of the public, some parliamentarians, and parts of the
Chinese community have been calling for Canadian sanctions to include the
cancellation of aid, export finance and trade programs, cultural exchanges
and twinning arrangements.

Points to register

- The SSEA outlined the measures initially taken by the Government
during the Emergency Debate in the House on Tuesday. These
include:

- postponing the signing of number of development assistance
agreements (5 MOUs affected);

- the suspension of nuclear cooperation consultation and the
cancellation of a number of other planned meetings;
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- a freeze on high-level visists;

- a willingness to extend the stay of Chinese students here in
: Canada, and assurances that those who lose their means of
support will be permitted to work;

- an at least temporary suspension of all removals to China under
the Immigration Act;

- the suspension of our modest program of defence cooperation
-and confirmation of our unwillingness to consider any military
exports to China in the current situation;

- a willingness to provide humanitarian assistance or medical
supplies if requested.

The Federal Government has taken the initiative to coordinate with the
provinces and sponsoring organizations sfforts to assist Chinese
students in Canada. The SSEA has suggested to representatives of the
Chinese Canadian community that part of their fund-raising efforts be
focussed on this need.

The Prime Minister has also written to the Secretary General of the
United Nations urging him to pursue whatever means are possible to
bring constructive pressure to bear on the-Chinese Government.

General line in response to push for more sanctions

The bilateral relationship, for all practical purposes, is effectively in a
state of suspension.

Further sanctions at this time, such as the cancellation of cultural or
academic exchanges or steps to reduce or eliminate our bilateral
programs of trade or development assistance, would be premature.

The SSEA has decided that it would not be sensible to recall
Ambassador Drake from Beijing at this time, given that he is needed
on the ground to manage the evacuation effort and to deal with the
crisis at an appropriate level; Ambassadors of the other Summit
countries, and of our other allies such as Australia and New Zealand,
are also remaining for at least the time being.
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- We are at present reviewing all elements of the bilateral relationship.
However, we are not interested in making premature moves when the
situation is far from clear. It is not now the time to be taking permanent
measures.

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Chairman Deng Xiaoping Met Army Commanders

Beijing, June 9 (Xinhua)--Chairman Deng Xiaoping of the
Central Military Commission met with officers at and above
the army 1level of the troops enforcing martial law in
Beijing in Huairentang Hall of Zhongnanhai this afternoon.
He extended deep condolences to the martyrs who had
sacrificed their lives in the course of putting down the
counter-revolutionary rebellion in the capital, sincere
sympathy and solicitude to the wounded officers and men from
the PLA, the armed police and the public security force, as
well as cordial greetings to all the comrades involved in
enforcing martial law.

Also present on the occasion were Yang Shangkun, Li Peng,
Qiao Shi, Yao Yilin,Wan Li, Li Xiannian, Peng Zhen, Wang
Zhen, Bo Yibo and other 1leading members of the Central
Military Commission. Comrade Chen Yun, though not present,
paid high tribute to the martial law enforcement troops and

expressed deep condolences to the martyrs who had died in
putting down the rebellion. :

Comrade Deng Xiaoping, glowing with health and vigour, made
an important speech after having a photo taken with alil
those present. He began by proposing a silent tribute to the
martyrs who had 1laid down their 1lives in quelling the
counter~revolutionary rebellion. All rose and stood in
silent tribute.

Deng Xiaoping said that the disturbances had arisen as
something independent of man's will. A handful of people
first started the turmoil which then developed into
counter-revolutionary rebellion. Their purpose was to
overthrow the Communist Party and the socialist system,
subvert the People's Republic of China and set up a
capitalist republic. The People's Liberation Army, the armed
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police and the public security force, displaying very keen
political awareness, stood the test in the process of
putting down the counter-revolutionary rebellion. At the
risk of their lives, our officers and men always had in mind
the people, the teachings of the Party and the interests of
the state. Worthy of the title of the people's own army and
the great wall of steel guarding the country, our military
forces have proved themselves to be competent through the
present trial of strength. It has shown to the full that our
military forces will always be defenders of the state, the
socialist system and the interests of the people.

Deng Xiaoping said that the incident prompted us to have a
sober review of the past and give some thought to the future
so that we would take steadier, better and even faster steps
in our cause, also correct our mistakes more speedily and
give better play to our advantages. The line, guidelines and
policies formulated since the Third Plenary Session of the
Eleventh Party Central Committee are correct, so are the
policy of; "one focus and two Dbasic points", namely,

adhering to the four cardinal principles and pursuing reform
and the open policy with modernization construction as the
central task for the Party, all of which should be
persistently carried out. The basic 1line, guidelines and

policies will remain unchanged.

However, we should conscientiously summarize experiences,
stick to that has proven correct, correct the failings and
step up our efforts in making up for deficiencies.

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BEIJING'S COUNTER-REVOLUTION BACKGROUNDED

A shocking counter-revolutionary
rabeilion erupted in the Chiness capital ¢n
June 3 and 4, foflowing nearly two months
of disturbances in the city. The
background to the event as provided by
the Propaganda Depatment of the Beijing
Municipal Committes of the Chinese Com-
munjst Party is as follows:

Why did the People’s Liberation Army
(PLA) troops have to enter the city to im-
pose martial law?

It should be made clear that the
troops had to enter the city to carry
out an order from the State Council
to enforce martial law in parts of
the capital.

In fact, troops were mobilized to
march toward the city centre in ac-
cordance with a deployment plan
and by different ways to take up
appointed positions every day after
the the martial law was issued on
May 20.

Due to the cautious movement of
the troops and arduous efforts by
various responsible bodies, the
disturbances began to calm down.
However, it should be pointed out
clearly that a certain small group of
people didn’t stop their efforts to
create unrest even for a single day;
nor did they swerve in the slightest
degree from their aim of overturn-
ing the leadership of the Chinese
Communist Party,

They claimed that they had
decided on the appointment of
“‘members of a new government”
and prepared a list of names of of-
ficials to be purged. They con-
tinued their sit-in in Tian'anmen
Square and kept on trying to stir
up trouble so as to “overthrow the

" existing’ government and set up a

new one."”

They ensnared hooligans, local -

ruffians and people with a deep-
seated hatred of the Communist
Party and the socialist system to
cobble together gangs known as
the ‘‘tiger contingent”, “army of
volunteers’’ and ‘‘dare-to-die
corps.” They plotted to arrest Par-
ty and State leaders, and seize
political power in a “Bastille’style
attack.

With funds and materials provid-
ed by overseas reactionary political
forces they planned a long-term oc-

cupation of Tian'anmen Square and.

opened a ‘‘University of
Democracy’” and named it ‘“‘the
Huangpu Military Academy in the
New Historic Period.”

They erected an idol in front of
the Monument to 'the Peoplé's
Heroes in the square, naming it
first the “statue of liberty” and
later the *‘goddess of democracy”,
in an attempt to stir up worship of
American-style ‘‘freedom and
democracy.”

They said, ““the struggle in the
square should support a nation-
wide struggle.” They browbeat
young students to prevent them
withdrawing from the square and
even threatened to ‘'kill anyone
who dares to retreat.”

Fearing that the young students
would not stick to the sit-in pro-
test, they tried to initiate a hunger
strike by 6.000 intellectuals. But
only four participated in a 48-to-72-
hour strike.

They distributed pamphlets to
incite counter-revolutionary armed
rebellion, preaching that “a single
spark can start a prairie fire.”” They
declared their aim was to organize
an “armed forces,'and “‘unite with
various forces including the
Kuomintang in Taiwan.” They did
not hesitate to risk their lives to
strenuously oppose the Communist
Party and the government.

All these facts show that the tur-
moil stirred up by a small number
of people was a conspiracy con-
ducted in a planned way that was
by no means in the direction of
moderation as naive people had im-
agined.

They were aware that their con-
spiracy would come to nothing if
the troops to enforce martial law
took up positions in the centre of
Beijing and if the broad masses
were mobilized and organized by
the authorities. Therefore, they
tried to create trouble in an at-
tempt to intensify the turmoil.

The Public Security Bureau ar-
rested a few of the ringleaders of
the illegal organization known as
the ‘‘Independent Association of
Workers' on June 1.

Thereupon, the conspirators took
advantage of the opportunity to in-
cite some people to surround and

“attack the offices of the Beijing

Municipal Public Security Bureau,
the Municipal Committee of the
Communist Party and the Ministry
of Public Security.

On the evening of June 2 a police
jeep on loan to the Chinese Central
TV Station was involved in a traffic
accident in which three people died
and one was injured. None of the
victims was a student.

This wase deliberately distorted
as a provocation by martial law
troops. The conspirators attemp-
ted to seize the bodies and parade
them in coffins, stirring up the peo-
ple and making the atmosphere ex-
tremely tense.

After two days of incitement and
uproar, they lit the fire of rebellion.

Was the Juns 3 incident serious enough
fo be called a rlot?

Just after midnight on June 3,
while the martial law enforcement

troops were heading for their out-
post positions according to
schedule, agitators urged crowds to
halt military and other motor
vehicles at road crossings and to
set up roadblocks, beat soldiers and
loot trucks of materiel.

About 1:00 am, 12 military
vehicles were halted by crowds
near Lugezhuang. Soldiers mar-
ching past the Yanjing Hotel were
detained and searched by rioters,
and military vehicles parked in
front of the Beijing Telegraph Of-
fice had their tires slashed and were
barricaded with road dividers.

About dawn, military vehicles on
the Yongdingmen bridge were over-
turned. Others at Muxudi had their
tires slashed and a troop of 400
soldiers in Chaoyangmen was ston-
ed. In the Liubukou and
Heng'ertiao areas, military vehicles
and soldiers were surrounded by
unruly ¢rowds.

About 7:00 am, some rioters
swarmed over military wvehicles
which had been halted at Liubukou
and snatched machine guns and
ammunition.

From Jianguomen to Dongdan
and in the Tiangiao area, martial
law troops were surrounded and
beaten. On the Jianguomen flyover
some soldiers were stripped and
others severely beaten.

Later in the morning, troops in
the Hufanggiao area were beaten
by rioters and some were blinded.
The mob prevented injured soldiers
reaching hospitals by deflating am-
bulance tires and the victims were
dragged from the vehicles. From
Hufanglu road to Tacranting Park,
21 military vehicles were surround-
ed and halted. Policemen escorting
the soldiers were beaten by the
rioters.

From noon onward, many of the
soldiers trapped by mobs and bar-
ricades at the Fuyoujie, Zhengyilu,
Xuanwumen, Hufangqiao, Muxudi
and Dongsi crossroads were in-
jured and their equipment was
stolen. At Liubukou policemen
tried several times to recover a
military truck loaded with arms
and-ammunition from an enraged
mob but failed. They were then
forced to use tear gas to disperse
the rioters and recapture the
dangerous cargo.

About the same time, mobs
began to surround and assault
buildings housing state organiza-
tions and establishments of vital
importance, including the Great
Hall of the People, the Propaganda
Department of the CPC Central
Committee and the Ministry of
Radio, Film and Television, as well
as the west and south gates of
Zhongnanhai, the seat of the
government. Dozens of policemen
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and guards there were injured.

As the situation rapidly
deteriorated, the instigators of the
upheaval became more vicious. At
about 5:00 pm, the ringleaders of
the illegal organizations known as
the ““Autonomous Students Union
of Beijing Universities’' and
"“Autonomous Workers’ Union"
distributed knives, iron bars,
chains and sharpened bamboo

sticks, inciting the mobs to kill ,

members of the security forces. In
a broadcast over loudspeakers in
Tian'anmen Square, the
"*Autonomous Workers' Union”
urged the people ““to take up arms
and overthrow the government.”

A mob of more than 1,000 people
pushed down the wall of a construc-
tion site near Xidan and stole tools,
reinforcing bars and bricks, ready
for street fighting.

Wasn't this a riot?

At this point the Party Central

Committee, the State Council and
the Central Military Commission
decided to order troops poised on
the outskirts of the capital to en-
force martial law and quell the
rioters in central Beijing.

Why did the troops fire on the people as
they entered the city to quel! the rebellion?

Following the imposition of mar-
tial law, the troops on duty adopted
a posture of maximum restraint to
avoid possible clashes with
civilians. This has been universally
acknowledged.

The Beijing municipal govern-
ment and the martial law head-
quarters issued at 6:30 pm on June
3 an emergency statement, calling
on all residents of the city “to
heighten their vigilance”, and not
go out onto the streets or to
Tian'anmen Square. It urged
workers to stay at their posts or in

their homes so as to guarantee’

their safety. The statement was
repeatedly broadcast on radio and
TV stations.

The martial law troops entered
the city proper at around 10:00 pm
that day. However, they were still
obstructed at major crossroads of
the city. Even so, they restrained
themselves from taking any
retaliatory measures despite
savage provocations which includ-
ed beatings, looting and arson.

Within an hour from 22:00 pm, 12
military vehicles were burned on
the capital's main thoroughfare
from Cuiwei Road to Xidan.
Soldiers were pelted with stones
trucked in by the ringleaders of the
rioters. Mobs blocked crossroads
with trams and set fire to them.
Fire engines which rushed to put
out the blazes were also burned or
otherwise damaged.

At around 23:00 pm, three
military vehicles were burned and
one jeep destroyed at Hufanggiao.
Many military vehicles at Anding
overpass were obstructed and
besieged as were one contingent of
officers and men at Chongwenmen,
more than 30 military vehicles at
Jianguomen overpass and more
than 300 military vehicles west of
the Beijing College of Mining.

To avoid conflict, the obstructed
military vehicles at Nanyuan ad-
vanced in a round-about route
eastward. They were again
obstructed at the south gate of the
Temple of Heaven and many
vehicles were destroyed and burn-

At Zhushikou a security official
was badly beaten when he tried to
dissuade a mob from ransacking a
military vehicle.

Soon after dawn on June 4, some
hundreds of military vehicles at
dozens of crossroads were burning.
Some soldiers were burned alive
and others were beaten to death. In
some places, more than 20 vehicles
were burning simultaneously.

At Shuangjing crossroads, some
70 armored cars were mobbed and
machineguns on about 20 of the
cars were dismantled. Nearby,
more than 30 military vehicles were
burning.

At this point soldiers fired into
the air to disperse a crowd armed
with iron bars and throwing
molotov cocktails, but to no avail.

Near Fuxingmen overpass, some
rebels opened fire from an armored
car they had commandeered.
Ringleaders of the illegal organiza-
tion known as the '‘Autonomous
Workers' Union'’ proclaimed
through loudspeakers that they
had captured a military radio sta-
tion and military codes.

In addition, many vehicles carry-

ing grain, bedding and clothes for :

the soldiers were hijacked and
looted.

Shop windows in the western
district were wantonly smashed;
pine trees to the west of the Mao
Zedong Memorial Hall in
Tiananmen Square were set alight;
buses, trams, ambulances, taxis
and fire engines were burned. Some
hooligans even tried to push a bus
underneath the Tiananmen gate in
an attempt to burn the gate down.

While military vehicles were be-
ing attacked and soldiers beaten
and even killed, looting, robbery
and arson were rampant.

At dawn on June 4, some rebels
beat soldiers with bottles and
bricks at Dongdan crossroads.

Twelve officers and men on one in-
tercepted military vehicle at Fux-
ingmen were searched and beaten.
Four soldiers
Liubukou. Near Guangqumen one
soldier was rescued by the masses
and two others are missing. More
than 20 armed police were badly
beaten at Xingsheng Lane in the
western district, some are still
missing. After one military vehicle
was intercepted near Huguosi,
soldiers were taken as hostages and
their machine-guns were seized.
Some people standing on a lorry
loaded with bricks yelled “‘attack
the soldiers if you consider yourself
Chinese’

Soon after dawn, a police am-
bulance carrying eight wounded
soldiers to a hospital was stopped
and one of the wounded soldiers
died. Still, some people shouted to
the mob to kill the other seven.
Three soldiers were seriously in-
jured in front of a bicycle shop near

Qianmen and ruffians threatened -
anyone who went to help them with .

death.

On Chang'an Avenue, around

200 people broke into a stalled
military vehicle and beat the driver
to death. About 30 metres east of
Xidan crossroads, a soldier was kill-
ed and his body burned. At
Fuchengmen, the corpse of a
soldier was hung over the
balustrade of the overpass. At
Chongwenmen, a soldier was
thrown from an overpass and his
body burned. After an officer was
killed near the Capital Cinema on
West Chang'an Avenue, his belly
was slit open and his eyes were
gouged out. Another soldier was
thrown into a river after being
blinded and castrated.

Initial statistics show that some
180 military vehicles, more than 40
armored cars, more than 90 police
cars, 80 buses and 40 other kinds of
vehicles were destroyed or burned.
Ammunition was stolen, nearly 100
soldiers and policemen died and
thousands of soldiers and
policemen were wounded.

The Chinese people will always
cherish the memory of their con-
tribution to defending the republic,
the constitution and the people.

The great losses the martial law

soldiers suffered are eloquent:

testimony to their restraint and
tolerance. Does this not reflect that

the army is an army of the people

and defends the people at the cost
of its own life?

Nevertheless, in order to carry
out their duty of quelling the insur-
rection and restoring law and order
in the capital, the martial law

were beaten at’
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troops finally were forced to tire on
the rioters. The result was that
some 100 civilians were killed and
nearly 1,000 others were injured.
The government and the martial
law troops share the grief of the
families-of those killed and injured
There is no truth to the so-called
“Tian'anmen bloodbath."”

The facts are these: at 1:30 am on
June 4. the Beijing municipal
government and the martial law
headquarters issued an emergency
notice after troops entered
Tian’anmen Square, which stated:
“A gerious counter-revolutionary
rebellion occurred in the capital
this evening. Rioters furiously at-
tacked soldiers and robbed them of
their weapons and ammunition,
burned military vehicles, set up
roadblocks and kidnapped officers
and men in an attempt to subvert
the People’s Republic of China and
overthrow the socialist system.

“The People’s Liberation Army
has kept an attitude of restraint for
some days. However, the counter-
revolutionary rebellion must now
be resolutely counter-attacked.

“Residents of the capital should
strictly abide by the specific regula-
tions as provided by the martial
law and co-operate with the soldiers
to safeguard the constitution and
defend the security of the socialist
motherland and its capital.

*“The personal safety of anyone
cannot be guaranteed if he
disregards this warning and he will
be responsible for all the conse
quences.”’

The notice was broadcast
repeatedly for three hours and
most of the people in the central
area left after hearing it. By 4:30
am only a few thousand students
were left in Tian'anmen Square,
gathered around the Monument to
the People’s Heroes in the southern
part of the square. At around 3:00
am, the sit-in demonstrators sent
representatives to the troops to ex-
press their desire to withdraw from
the square and this was welcomed
by the troops.

At 4:30 am, the martial law head-
quarters broadcast the following
notice:

“It is time to clear the square and
the martial law headquarters ac-
cepts the request of the students to
be allowed to withdraw.”.

At the same time, another notice
spelling out conditions for restor-
ing order to the square was issued
by the municipal government and
the headquarters, and broadcast.
The notice said:

“1. All the people in the square
should leave at once after hearing
this broadcast;

9. If anyone refuses to abide by
the decree and stays in the square,
troops will enforce it by any possi-
ble means.

“3. The squhre will be under the
control of the martial law troops
after the square is cleared;

«4, It is hoped that all students
and other people who are patriotic
and unwilling to see disorder in the
country will actively co-operate
with the troops in the clearing
operation.” .

After hearing this, the students
joined hands and started to leave
the square’in an orderly manner. At
about 5:00 am troops vacated a
wide corridor in the southeast part
of the square to allow the students
to withdraw unhindered. A few
students who refused to leave were
forced to leave by policemen.

By 5:30 am, the clearing opera-
tion of the square, which had lasted
only half an hour, was complete.
During the whole process of this
clearing operation no one died. This
shows that rumours of “‘rivers of
blood” running in Tian’anmen
Square were completely unfound-

COMPLAIN THAT FRICE ADJUSTMENT HAD BEEM MADE "WITHIN TOD SHORT A

MARKET FORCES. JIANG HAS RARELY REFERRED TO "MARKETS" IN
DISCUSSING ECONOWIC REFORM, GEWERALLY PREFERRING TO DISCUSS
HODIFICATIONS IN THE USE OF "ADMINISTRATIVE MEANS® TO RESULATE THE
ECONOHY RATHER THAW TO CALL FOR °ECONDMIC MEAMS." BUT HE APPEARS TO
HAVE ENDORGEL MARKET-CRIENTED INITIATIVES AS AN ANTIDOTE TO
INFLATION IN LATE 1988. IN A SPEECH 7O A THEORETICAL SYNPOSIUM IN
OCTOBER OF THAT YEAR, JIANG ASKED HOW, "IN AN ECOMDMY OF SHORTAGES, "

AVOIDANCE OF CONTROVERSY. ALTHOUEH JIANG HAS NOT SHIED AWAY FROM

INDUSTRY, BUT HE DID WOT OFFER A PUBLIC ENDORSEMENT. “THIS INVOLVES

- President Bush at a June 5 press conference announced the suspension of
USA military sales to the PRC; sympathetic consideration of asylun for
Chinese students in the USA; an offer of humanitarian assistance through
the Chinese Red Cross; and a review of the bilateral relationship.

- French, Australian and U.K. leaders have also made strong condemnatory
statements regarding the situation in Peking.

- The two News Releases issued over the weekend are attached.

- The Chinese Ambassador was called in at noon on June 5 and told of our
deep concern over the events of June 3 and 4.

- We are urgently reviewing our bilateral relationship with China to
identify specific measures which might be taken to convey to the Chinese
authorities the seriousness with which we view the current situation.

Suggested Reply / Réponse suggérée

- As noted in my June 3 and 4 News Releases we are deeply concerned over
the tragic loss of life in China due to the violent suppression of unarmed
demonstrators by the Chinese military.

- The Chinese Ambassador was summoned on June 4 and the Acting Under-
Secretary of External Affairs conveyed to him the reaction of the Canadian
Government to the current situation.

- We have no reports of Canadians who have been hurt in the violence in
Peking, but are actively reviewing possible contingency plans. ’

- We are reviewing our bilateral relationship with China in view of recent
developments.

MINISTER CLARK COMMENTS ON VIOLENCE IN BEIJING

Late this evening Beijing iime, the Chinese authorities began to use what
appears to have been significant military force to deal with the situation in
the streets of Beijing. It is now clear that people are being killed in substantial
numbers. Fighting continues in Tiananmen Square, and confrontations
continue in streets approaching the city centre.

Commenting on the violence, the Secretary of State for External Affairs
the Right Honourable Joe Clark said "We greatly regret that, following a
period of evident restraint, the Chinese authorities initiated the use of force.
It is clear that because of this, lives are being lost_unnecessarily and the
situation is being made more confrontational and intractable. We call on the
Chinese Government to cease its military action and to return to peaceful
methods to resolve the current crisis."

The Department of External Affairs remains in constant contact with the
Canadian Embassy in Beijing. As far as we are aware, no Canadians are in
any danger.

FURTHER DETERIORATION OF SITUATION IN BEIJING

The last twenty-four hours in Beijing have seen a serious deterioration
in the current civil crisis. It is evident that thousands of people have been
killed and many more wounded. The streets of Beijing remain violent, and the
situation volatile and tense.

The Secretary of State for External Affairs the Right Honourable Joe
Clark condemned the army’s actions, saying "We can only express horror and
outrage at the senseless violence and the traglc loss of life resulting from the
indiscriminate and brutal use of force against the students and citizens of
Beijing. We are witnessing violence at a scale and scope that can only shock
and offend all Canadians. The actions of the Chinese military are inexcusable.
We once again call upon the Chinese Government to urgently and immediately
take steps to stop the aggressive and senseless killing by its armed forces."

At noon today, the Department called in the Ambassador of the People’s
Republic of China. The Acting Under-Secretary of External Affairs conveyed -
to him the reaction of the Canadian Government to the current situation.

The Department of External Affairs remains in constant contact with the
Canadian Embassy in Beijing. The Embassy has warned Canadians in Beijing
to remain indoors until further notice. The Department considers prudent the
delaying of any planned travel by visitors to Beijing until the situation is
calmer.

- The last twenty-four hours in Beijing have seen a serious deterioration
in the current civil crisis. It is evident that thousands of people have been
killed and many more wounded. The streets of Beijing remain violent, and the
situation volatile and tense.

The Secretary of State for External Affairs the Right Honourable Joe
Clark condemned the army’s actions, saying "We can only express horror and
outrage at the senseless violence and the tragic loss of life resulting from the
indiscriminate and brutal use of force against the students and citizens of
Beijing. We are witnessing violence at a scale and scope that can only shock
and offend all Canadians. The actions of the Chinese military are inexcusable.
We once again call upon the Chinese Government to urgently and immediately
take steps to stop the aggressive and senseless killing by its armed forces."

At noon today, the Department called in the Ambassador of the People’s
Republic of China. The Acting Under-Secretary of External Affairs conveyed
to him the reaction of the Canadian Government to the current situation.

The Department of External Affairs remains in constant contact with the
Canadian Embassy in Beijing. The Embassy has warned Canadians in Beijing
to remain indoors until further notice. The Department considers prudent the
delaying of any planned travel by visitors to Beijing until the situation is
calmer.

- On June 1 the Peking Municipal Government reminded foreign journalists
that the media restrictions contained in the martial law proclamation
remain in effect, and have given oral warnings to some British, American
and Japanese correspondents.

- According to our Embassy, no Canadian journallsts have been warned as
yet, and the quite large corps of Canadian media representatives in Peking

- The extraordinary numbers of students who took part in demonstrations in
April and earlier this month have been sharply reduced in the face of
evidence that Deng Xiaoping, Li Peng, and their allies may soon move to
repress public expressions of defiance of the authorities. The exhaustion
of the demonstrators; an effective campaign of psychological pressure on
the demonstrators by the Deng/Li faction; and the failure of the student
leaders to develop a coherent strategy to counter the latest moves by their
opponents has slowed the momentum of the protest movement, but it remains a
direct challenge to the monopoly of political power previously enjoyed by
the party and government.

- Since the May 20 imposition of martial law Party Secretary General Zhao
Ziyang has not been seen, but PM Li Peng has re-emerged in a more prominent
position, indicating that he and Deng Xiaoping have, at least for the time
being, gained the upper hand in the political struggle taking place to
determine who will govern the country.

- Large numbers of Army reinforcements are in place in and near Beijing,
but it appears that the faction currently in control is attempting to

consolidate its authority, and hoping the student movement will further

Political Crisis in China - The student demonstrations in China (originally
touched-off by the April 15 death of Political Bureau Member Hu Yaobang),
which have dominated Chinese political life for over a month appear to have
lost momentum. Party strongman Deng Xiaoping and PM Li Peng have made
headway in their efforts to exerting their control over the party, state
and military.

Assessment / Evaluation Classification

CONFIDENTIAL

- The extraordinary numbers of students who took part in demonstrations in
April and earlier this month have been sharply reduced in the face of
evidence that Deng Xiaoping, Li Peng, and their allies may soon move to
repress public expressions of defiance of the authorities. The exhaustion
of the demonstrators; an effective campaign of psychological pressure on
the demonstrators by the Deng/Li faction; and the failure of the student
leaders to develop a coherent strategy to counter the latest moves by their
opponents has weakened the protest movement.

- Since the May 20 imposition of martial law Party Secretary General Zhao
Ziyang has not been seen, but PM Li Peng has re-emerged in a more prominent
position, indicating that he and Deng Xiaoping have, at least for the time
being, won the upper hand in the political struggle taking place to
determine who will govern the country.

- Large numbers of Army reinforcements are in place in and near Beijing,
but it appears that the faction currently in control prefers to extend its
authority, and allow the student movement to further weaken before moving
against the die-hards of the protest movement.

Suggested Reply / Réponse suggérée

- We are following the developing events in China closely.

- We are pleased that both the authorities and the students have shown
restraint and that the demonstrations have generally not been violent.

- We continue to receive detailed reports from our Embassy in Peking and
we are not aware of any danger to Canadians.

- The on-going political crisis which has gripped China since the April 15
death of former Communist Party leader Hu Yaobang, and led by China's
students, now appears to have paralysed the state and party leadership.

- Since the May 20 imposition of martial law neither Party Secretary
General Zhao Ziyang, nor PM Li Peng have been seen, and there is
considerable evidence of a behind the political struggle taking place to
determine who will govern the country.

- Army reinforcements are still entering Beijing's suburbs however,
although these troops remain blocked by barricades constructed and manned
by the populace. There are isolated reports of relatively minor fights
between the PLA and the citizenry, but without any indication of the use of
firearms.

- The current emphasis of the leadership (whomever this comprises at
present) is on a psychological offensive, with radio broadcasts detailing
the hardships which the current situation is imposing on the population.

- It appears that a massive military intervention (at a cost of
considerable bloodshed) is unlikely at this point in time.

- Canadians in China are well and safe. Many who had not registered with

There have thus far been only isolated and unconfirmed reports
of violence in outlying areas.

Mr. Clark said "the Chinese Government, and indeed the students
themselves, appear to have shown considerable restraint in the past weeks and
we would hope that restraint will continue to be exercised. We trust that the
current difficult situation will be resolved peacefully and the use of force
avoided.”

Following the death on April 15 of Political Bureau Member Hu Yaobang,
Secretary General of the Chinese Communist Party (CCP) until 1987, a
continuous series of demonstrations by large numbers of Chinese unlver51ty
students in support of further political liberalization have dominated PRC
political life. The students, who organized massive demonstrations over
the last two weeks of April took advantage of official fears of a repeat
of the violent suppression of unsanctioned mourning for Zhou Enlai in 1975.
The first cycle of demonstrations culminated May 4, when over 100,000
students demonstrated in Tiananmen Square to commemorate the 70th
anniversary of the founding of the "May 4th Movement". The latest wave of
protests have taken place against the backdrop of the arrival of General
Secretary Gorbachev in Beijing May 15 for the first Sino-Soviet Summit in
30 years. On May 13 over 1,000 student demonstrators began a hunger strike
in Tiananmen. Just hours before Gorbachev's arrival in Peking, authorities
decided to switch the welcoming ceremony from Tiananmen Square to Peking
airport. The Square was jammed with tens of thousands of students as well
as writers and workers calling for democracy and dialogue with Government.

Thus far the authorities have shown moderation. Nonetheless, the situation

- Canada is concerned over the question of human rights in China, and is
hopeful that further violence can be avoided.
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
